Subscriptions 

The first three training sessions are FREE.  Thereafter, monthly subscriptions are payable over a 12-month period from September to August, include a weekly training session and local league match and are as follows:

Under 9 to Under 16:  £40.00 (£37.00 for second child)
Seniors (MENL):  £30.00
NW Premiership/England Netball Premiership 2/Senior Regional: £30.00
Multiple senior comps: £35.00

All other fees relating to tournaments and other leagues, shall be paid on the day; costs may vary depending on the entry and umpire fee requested.

Any lapse in payment of subs will be reported to your Team Manager/Coach for their attention.  If in the event of subs not being paid thereafter, it may result in your daughter being unable to play/train.

Engage

All club members must register their membership directly with England Netball via ENgage.  To do this:
· access the engage system via this link https://engage.englandnetball.co.uk/dashboard/organisation;
· on the find club, search for Tameside Junior Netball Club and select;
· select create account where it asks you to log in;
· set up an account as it instructs (if under 18, an adult account will also need to be created); and
· buy membership.

Kit

Training kit consists of navy shorts/skort, plain white top and white socks.  
Kit from year 3 to seniors consists of a FlyHawk dress
When playing matches, white socks MUST be worn along with suitable netball trainers; no fashion trainers are permitted. If possible, please wear Tameside socks which can be ordered from Alison Sharp - details below.

Registration forms

Each new player is required to complete our registration form and associated documentation; all of which are attached in this document.

Please return the completed, signed forms to your daughter’s Team Manager/Coach.  The Player Registration Form (to be completed yearly) will be held by the Team Manager/Coach; all other documents will be held securely by our Data Protection Officer Nick Hill.

Every child is entitled to feedback on their progress by the coach covering their training session; please speak to coaching staff before training and not after please.

Finally, Tameside Netball Club is run totally by a team of dedicated volunteers.  These volunteers often give up more than eight hours a week of their time.  As a club, we do NOT tolerate any abuse towards its staff by players or parent/carer.  Any such behaviour will be dealt with accordingly. 

Club Rules

· we do not permit players to play for multiple teams;
· always abide by the rules of the game and codes of conduct;
· never argue with an umpire; if you have a question, ask your captain to approach the umpire at half time or after the game in a calm and courteous manner to get clarification;
· never use abusive language towards another player, umpire or spectator;
· appreciate and accept that you are a member of a squad and that you may not start every game, or play every game in your chosen position;
· be polite and respectful at all times; negative or offensive comments will not be tolerated;
· be neat and tidy in your appearance and follow the club kit policy;
· be conscientious with your training, diet, lifestyle and time keeping;
· warm up properly – good warm up could prevent injury;
· don’t ignore aches and pains – if you are injured, or think you are tell your coach;
· at the end of a fixture, shake hands with your opponent and give three cheers; and
· the captain must thank the umpires and table officials.

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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR JUNIOR/SENIOR PLAYERS

I will Respect:
· the rules, regulations and requirements of the Sport, including, but not limited to, any competitions in which I participate either directly or indirectly;
· the rights, dignity and worth of all people involved in netball, regardless of gender, marital status, race, colour, disability, sexuality, age, occupation, religion or political opinion;
· the rights, dignity and worth of Children, Young People and Adults at Risk and ensure that I am aware of the Safeguarding best practice guidelines and procedures when interacting with them;
· confidentiality and the sensitivities of information I hold on other individuals;
· netball and the individual’s reputation and not take any action or make inappropriate comments about a fellow participant, coach, official, volunteer or member of Tameside Netball club staff that will bring the Sport or those associated with delivering the Sport into disrepute, including making comments on social media technology - I will respect guidance and policies on social media technology;
· the position I hold within Netball and always conduct and dress myself in an appropriate manner; 
· the result of the game and will not attempt to offer, or accept either directly or indirectly any consideration whatsoever in return for influencing or attempting to influence the result or seek to achieve personal gain on a result which I can influence by betting on any match or event where I am participating, either by playing, coaching or officiating, or through direct or indirect involvement. 
Netball is based on Teamwork, therefore I will:
· not abuse or misuse any relationship of trust or position of power or influence held by me in my team, be that my playing team, Club, County, Regional or England Netball;   
· be on time, dressed appropriately and ready to give my full attention to the role I am carrying out within Netball;
· recognise that individuals bring different qualities and attributes but “together we will excel”;
· welcome new members, volunteers, and connected participation and cooperate with members, connected participants, colleagues, coaches, officials and administrators already in the Sport.
I recognise individuals participate in Netball to achieve and have fun, therefore I will:
· recognise the achievements of others and applaud their successes;
· endeavour to ensure that all involved in the Sport optimise their potential by promoting the positive aspects of the sport and never condoning the use of inappropriate or abusive language, inappropriate relationships, bullying, harassment, discrimination or physical violence; 
· not impinge on others enjoyment of the Sport or my performance by consuming alcoholic drinks or smoke immediately prior to or while participating in the sport, or while safeguarding children, young people or vulnerable adults;
· ensure that everyone has the opportunity to participant in a fair, honest environment by rejecting cheating, abiding by the Anti-Doping policies and not taking illegal substances immediately prior to or while participating in the Sport;
· display modesty in victory and graciousness in defeat; be sporting – whether I win or lose; always acknowledge the other team and the umpires at the end of the game with a hand shake or three cheers;
· never argue with an official or participant during a game and listen to and cooperate with officials’ decisions;
· control my temper; I understand that verbal, emotional and physical abuse of officials, coaches, spectators or participants, or deliberately distracting or provoking a participant, coach or official is not acceptable or permitted behaviour in netball;
· enjoy the game and ensure other can also enjoy it.
From the date this form has been signed, up to and including Under 16s, I will endeavour to abide by this code of conduct and promote it to others.  I understand that if I fail to follow the code, England Netball, the Regional Association or the County Association may take action against me under the Disciplinary Regulations which may result in Sanctions including fines and suspension.

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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARENT/CARER

The enjoyment and safety of your child when involved in a netball activity is of paramount importance to Tameside Netball Club. Every child will be encouraged and asked to ensure that their behaviour and actions meet the values and standards expected of them at all times.  As parents, you are asked to support our Codes of Conduct and embrace the spirit of our game.

As a parent/carer, I will:
· encourage my child to play within the rules and respect officials’ and coaches’ decisions; 
· support my child’s efforts and performance, give positive comments that motivate and encourage continued effort and learning;
· understand that competition is about winning and losing, so results are always accepted without undue disappointment;
· be a positive role model to my child by helping them work towards skill improvement and good sportsmanship;
· remember that children learn best by example; I will applaud good play by both my child’s team and their opponents;
· thank the coaches, officials and other volunteers who give their time for my child and not interfere with their decisions;
· help when asked by a coach or official;
· respect the rights, dignity and worth of all people involved in the game, regardless of gender, marital status, race, colour, disability, sexuality, age, occupation, religion or political opinion;
· read the rules of the sport to understand better what I am watching and discussing with my child;
· promote this code of conduct to other parents, carers and supporters; and 
· be aware of my child’s club safeguarding policy and ensure that any concerns are reported to the club’s safeguarding officer or England Netball’s Lead Safeguarding Officer.
As a parent/carer, I will not:
· pressure my child in any way; I know that this is their sport not mine;
· use inappropriate language, harass athletes, coaches, officials or other spectators;
· criticise or ridicule my child for making a mistake or losing after the game;
· force my child if they are unwilling to participate in the sport;
· arrive at a netball activity under the influence of alcohol or drugs
· use Social Media technology to bring the game into disrepute or make an inappropriate comment about an athlete, coach, official, volunteer or member of England Netball staff;
· consume illegal substances either immediately prior to or while being at a netball activity where my child is participating in the sport; and
· consume alcoholic drinks or smoke either immediately prior to or while being at a netball activity where my child is participating.

If for some reason you cannot attend training, please let your team Manager know.

All girls must attend training in Navy or Black shorts or skirt, white top and white socks. Appropriate Trainers must be worn.

Fingernails must be cut to the appropriate length and all jewellery removed. Hair must be tied back.

Hydration is very important. It is your responsibility to bring sufficient fluids to training sessions.  NO fizzy drink.  Also one chocolate bar/energy bar may be allowed to each session.

Registration will be taken prior to the start of each session. If you are injured or ill, please let the person who is taking the registration know.

Discipline is extremely important.  Any girl who is found to be disrupting training will be asked to sit out for the rest of the session. The matter will then be further discussed with your parents/carer.  If the disruption re-occurs, the matter will be reported to the committee.

Respect who you are training with.  Intimidation towards other squad members will not be accepted and will be treated as a discipline matter.
